Thank you for your interest in French Hollow Alpacas. We believe that genetic diversity,
good breeding stock, meticulous attention to detail and conservative breeding practices in
a Bio-secure environment are the corner stone of a sound alpaca breeding program.

About Our Herd:

Our herd consists of over 60 huacaya alpacas. We have developed our breeding stock
carefully ensuring diverse and distinguished lineages as well as excellent conformation,
fiber and temperament. We believe that proactive health and reproductive management
is vital to a sound herd and therefore, we practice the soundest nutritional, reproductive
and medical protocols under the continuing guidance of Dr. Norman Evans.

French Hollow Herd Sires:

The title OHerd SireQ is not easily earned at French Hollow Alpacas. Males selected for
this elite designator must possess stout, macho frames of excellent proportions and must
possess outstanding fiber characteristics. They must also be able to pass on their best
conformational details to their offspring, especially from Sire to son. We have recently
adopted the use of skin-fiber biopsies as a tool to better determine fiber characteristics
and their genetic effect on off-spring.

We strongly believe that genetic diversity is vital to the success of any alpaca herd.

We are proud to offer an extensive selection of herd sires of diverse bloodlines and
colors. Only the best males are used for breeding at French Hollow Alpacas. When each
up-and-coming herd sire reaches breeding maturity, they undergo a reproductive
examination and ultrasound by Dr. Norman Evans prior to being introduced into the
French Hollow breeding program. Males that do not possess the traits mentioned above
for breeding are gelded.

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Reproductive Management:

French Hollow Alpacas is a BVD free and Bio-secure farm. As such, we limit the
number of outside breedings and carefully screen any alpaca to arrive at French Hollow.

& Maiden Females:
Age and weight should not be the only criteria in determining breeding maturity.
We will not breed any female less than 18 months of age or under 120 Ibs.
Additionally, all maidens bred at French Hollow Alpacas are required to have a
reproductive readiness exam which includes an ultrasound to determine that the
horns and uterus are mature and that they are capable of producing follicles.
Once it is determined that a maiden is anatomically mature for breeding, the
hymen will be stretched several days prior to breeding. This reproductive exam
can either be done at French Hollow Alpacas or can be done by the ownerOs
veterinarian who must certify his findings on a Veterinary Certificate of
Inspection and provide French Hollow Alpacas with ultrasound photographs
documenting these findings.

&% Proven Females:
Proven females must also undergo a full reproductive examination which includes
an ultrasound and a speculum exam prior to breeding to ensure that she is free of
infection and ready to breed. This exam can either be done at French Hollow
Alpacas or can be done by the ownerOs veterinarian who must certify his findings
on a Veterinary Certificate of Inspection and provide French Hollow Alpacas with
ultrasound photographs documenting these findings. It is our policy not to breed
post-partum females until at least 21 days after parturition.

&% Reproductive Management:
It is our belief that strict reproductive management is the key to breeding success.

We are proud that Dr. Norman Evans has been working with us over the past few
years in establishing our reproductive management protocols. Additionally, Dr.
Evans visits French Hollow Alpacas quarterly to examine our herd and to help us
to continually improve and fine-tune our herd management/ reproductive
management skills.

Our goal is to secure a pregnancy with the first breeding. After a female has been
cleared for breeding, she is behavior tested. Once receptive, she undergoes a
trans-rectal ultrasound which measures the size of her follicles. When a follicle
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measures 8.5 B 10 mm. in size, the female is bred. Since our acquisition of a state
of the art ultrasound machine, we have been able to achieve a 90% t 0 100%
success rate in pregnancy with the first breeding.

At French Hollow Alpacas we employ the OThree Strike RuleO. If any female is
bred three times and does not become pregnant, she must undergo another
reproductive examination to ensure that she has not developed a problem and to
determine if a change of herd sire and or further diagnostics are required. We
never over-breed a female since it can potentially lead to reproductive problems
and uterine infections.

Mobile Breeding versus Traditional Breeding:

At French Hollow Alpacas we offer mobile breedings. Client animals are subject
to the same reproductive management/health protocols whether they come for a
mobile or traditional breeding.

Mobile Breedings:

For mobile breedings, we ask that the female be behavior tested and that she be
truly receptive before being transported to French Hollow Alpacas. Once she
arrives at French Hollow Alpacas, she will be ultrasounded to determine the
size/maturity of her breeding follicles prior to breeding.

We understand the need for flexibility with mobile breedings and we are
committed to accommodating our clientsO time frames and needs to the best of our
ability.

There is a 10% savings on breeding fees for our clients who choose mobile
breedings.

Traditional Breedings:

With traditional breedings, the female will board at French Hollow Alpacas while
she is being bred. If she has not had the required reproductive examinations prior
to her arrival at French Hollow Alpacas, they will be performed at the ownerOs
expense prior to any breeding attempts. Once acclimated to her new
surroundings, the female will be behavior tested. As with mobile breedings, when
she becomes receptive, a trans-rectal ultrasound will be performed to determine
the size and maturity of her follicles. She will only be bred when a follicle
measures 8.5 B 10 mm. in size. The female will be monitored closely, behavior
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tested and ultrasounded at 30 days to determine pregnancy. All ultrasounds
during her stay are complimentary and ultrasound photographs will be provided to
our clients for their records. The boarding fee at French Hollow Alpacas is $3.00
per day for the duration of the stay.

In an effort to avoid over-crowding and bio-security problems, we offer a
very limited number of traditional breedings each year. Please reserve your
traditional breeding early.

Dams with Crias at Side:

French Hollow Alpacas does not accept crias at side under the age of 2 months.
Crias will be subject to the same stringent health requirements as the Dam.
Additionally, the CriaOs IgG results must be provided by the clientOs veterinarian.
Crias with health problems - low weight, failure to thrive or IgG results less than
1000 will not be permitted to board at French Hollow Alpacas.
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
